Some elective courses require prerequisite classes be taken, i.e. Alge-
bra Il before Algebra lll. Some courses may be offered every other
year, but require a sufficient level of interest/ability to be established,
i.e. French lIl.

Students in grades 11 & 12 have opportunities for a wide range of on
campus choices via Individual Study Electives (ISE) and off campus
electives through the Advanced Enroliment Programs (AEP) at the
local colleges. These electives must have the approval of parents and
the school administration, working together for the best academic
plan for the student, as they pursue their college/career choice. Jun-
iors may take a maximum of one off-campus, school day class each
quarter or semester. Seniors may take a maximum of two. These
classes may be used only as substitutes for Arts & Careers (total 4)
and not core classes.

ACADEMIC HONORS

Honor Society -Students in grades 10-12
are eligible for membership in the school
chapter of the American Christian Honor
Society. Members must maintain a 3.6
gpa. and must display Christian character
and leadership.

Honor Rolls—The listing of students whose
academic achievement warrants recogni-
tion is published each quarter. Principal’s

Valedictorian/Salutatorian—Senior stu-
dents having the highest cumulative gpa
will be honored as the Valedictorian and
Salutatorian of their class and have special
recognition at the annual commencement

service.
